                              “ CRIMINALITY ’  and “TERRIFIED” 
  
 
TWO WORDS THAT SUM UP THE CHALLENGE FOR RUSSIAN AND       
UKRAINIAN SCHOOLTEACHERS. 
 
 
When schoolteachers in Russia and Ukraine talk about the state of 
their young people, two words they frequently use are “criminality” 
and” terrified.” 
 
The godlessness of the Soviet Union, followed by the social upheaval of 
communism’s collapse, left a huge moral void.  The result has been dis-
astrous for the young   people of Russia.  Ukraine  and   Eastern Eu-
rope.  The teachers say they are watching their students degenerate in-
to criminality, which they define  as  everything   from  behavior  that is  
rude and disrespectful to such things as drugs, alcohol, prostitution 
and organized crime.  Therefore they are terrified of what life will be 
like in the near future for their students unless they are able to re-
create a new moral basis in their country.  And they know they don’t 
have the answer. 
 
State after state in Russia, and now Ukraine, is making Eastern Euro-
pean Mission (EEM) to supply all their schools with the Bible and  Bib-
lical  literature., and to train their teachers how to understand and use 
the in their classrooms. 
 
Now, the states of Poltava, and   Rivne, Ukraine, have asked EEM to 
put Bibles and literature in all of their schools.  That is collectively 
1,494 schools in which there are over 283,000 students who will be 
able to study the Bible in their school on a regular basis. 
 
EEM is asking Churches of Christ and interested individuals nation-
wide to collectively provide funds for The $1,000,000 Sunday to be 
held on April 29, 2012.  The funds will be used to fill all the schools in 
both of these states with God’s Word. 
 
$ 945 is all it takes to ensure all students in an entire school can regu-
larly study the Bible.
